Evaluation and Grading System of BBS

The BBS students need to fulfil these requirements:

The successful completion of 19 courses of 1950 marks and submit a final project report of
50 marks as prescribed with passing grades in all the courses.

The passing scores were obtained separately in all theory and practical components of the
COurses.

Completion of courses to fulfil the BBS programme must occur within the time limit as
prescribed by Tribhuvan University.

There will be an internal and final evaluation to analyze students' performance.

Final Evaluation

The Office of the Controller of Examinations conducts the final evaluation via Annual
examinations. Students can only appear on the final examination if they satisfy these criteria:

Record a minimum of 70% attendance during the classes
No student will be allowed to appear in the second-year final examinations without first
appearing in the first-year final examinations.
